Congress calls on the Australian Government to:	
  
1. Acknowledge its unlawful and unjust claim to a continental 

shelf boundary north of the median line between Australia 
and Timor Leste and adhere to the principles of the UN 
Convention on the Law of the Sea impartially and fairly; and	
  

2. Commence immediate negotiations to settle the eastern and 
western boundaries of the Timor Gap between Australia, 
Timor Leste and Indonesia.
